PDG Dave Harris reported that at that time there were 298 registered for the State Convention.  He announced details of the tour Friday at Sandstone Gardens.  

2009 INTERNATIONAL CONVENTION REPORT

PDG Donal Knipp thanked the Lions of M6 for a great job in preparing for the State Convention.  The 2010 State Convention will be in Springfield, and 2011 will be in St. Charles.  The Committee was selling the new parade shirts for $30.00 each and the old shirts were being sold for $5.00 each.  He explained the drawing that would take place on Sunday for three 1st-time attendees from each of the seven districts.  He reported that sixty had registered so far for the International Convention.  There is no cost for the hospitality room, but only snacks are allowed, no liquor.  He was not sure yet about breakfast with the other multiple districts, but hoped Missouri could have some kind of breakfast.

TRAINING SEMINARS

PCC Roger Evans announced that the Friday training would begin promptly at 7:45 a.m., with everyone meeting in the Cedar Room to start.

He asked and it was clarified that any funds collected that exceed what was needed were to be used toward other office needs.

DG Pat Porterfield added that PDG Marvin Seidt from M3 is already looking into this.  She pointed out that it takes a few years to get to the $60,000 range that Wisconsin has.  PCC Roger suggested that the Missouri Lions not compete with ACTS.  DG Porterfield said that Dr. Blair intended this to be a statewide Lions project for ACTS.  DG Botzow recommended that the Long Range Planning Committee be charged with looking into this.  DG Blumenberg made a motion letting PDG Seidt continue to investigate it first.  Seconded by DG Porterfield.  Motion carried.
