APPOINTMENT OF 2011-12 COUNCIL PARLIAMENTARIAN

Motion by DG Porterfield, seconded by DG Tripp, to appoint PCC Steve Wise as Parliamentarian.  Passed.

APPOINTMENT OF TAIL TWISTER & DESIGNATION OF FUNDS

Motion by DG Payne to appoint PDG Debbie Blumenberg as Tail Twister.  Seconded by DG Dunn.  Passed.  Motion by DG Payne, seconded by DG Tripp, to donate funds raised to Joplin Relief Fund.  Passed.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF MAY 1, 2011, COUNCIL MEETING

Motion by DG Yount, seconded by DG Payne, to approve the minutes of the May 1, 2011, Council Meeting.  Motion passed.

UPDATE ON JOPLIN RELIEF EFFORTS

IPDG Debbie Whittlesey updated everyone about the Lions’ involvement in the relief efforts in Joplin after the devastating tornado in May.  They applied for the $10,000 emergency grant from LCIF immediately, received it, and got to work distributing several thousand packets of energy drinks, power bars, and trail mixes.  They were very proud that they were able to put the Lions logo stickers on their bottled water.  They took several people shopping, bought shoes for children, and helped a women’s and children’s shelter by shopping for groceries for it.  IPDG Whittlesey was happy to report that she went back to LCIF to request additional funding, and found out in Seattle that they were receiving an additional $50,000!  She then introduced Tad Agoglia from the First Response Team, who came to Joplin to help with the cleanup effort.

A video was shown of the CNN Heroes program which featured Tad Agoglia and the First Response Team, which travels the country to be one of the first on scene where natural disasters strike to help clear roads, move trees, and to power up buildings.  They bring with them 75 foot mack trucks, a high-speed crane, a generator powerful enough to run a hospital, dirt bikes, satellite phones, hover crafts and a water pump.  Tad donates everything – his services, his time and his equipment to service those in need.  He has been referred to as “the calm before, during and after the storm”.

Tad Agoglia told of meeting then-President Al Brandel, who asked to meet with Tad later, after stepping off stage at that CNN Heroes Program.  He admitted to not knowing a lot about Lions at that time, but he later flew to New York to meet with Past International President Brandel, who suggested to him that he look up the local Lions clubs when he goes to these disasters.  This made sense to Tad, because those Lions are going to be the leaders in those communities, and are going to know the needs quicker than he would.  When they arrived in Joplin with their equipment and a staff of about six they immediately went to the hospital, because their friends at The Weather Channel had explained the needs there.  They helped clear an area for the temporary hospital to be set up, they brought in a specialized computerized generator to run the technical instruments needed by the hospital, and they cleared part of a park for helicopters to land.  They also set up emergency lighting for search and rescue, and to illuminate the cross and hands at Mercy Hospital, one of the great symbols in Joplin.  They then went to help with underwater search and rescues in the lakes, ponds and pools.  He met with IPDG Debbie and PDG Zana Botzow and asked to work with the Lions to help clear home sites.  He again told everyone that it was an honor to be there to share his stories with the Lions of Missouri, and it is an honor for him and his team to work with the Lions.  He thanked the Lions for everything they do for the state, for the world, and right now for Joplin.

IPDG Whittlesey reminded everyone that the need in Joplin is still huge – 14 miles, almost a mile wide of devastation.  A cell phone has been set up for Lions to contact if they want to help (417-317-7316).  Also, the email address is joplinrelief.dist26m6lions@gmail.com.

2010-11 FINANCIAL YEAR ENDING REPORT
IPCC Pat Porterfield reported that as of June 30, 2011, the total assets were $262,926.31.  The total income for the last year was $89,076.09 and total expenses were $86,217.53.  There was a net gain of $2,858.56 due to several committees not submitting expense reports and salaries coming in under budget.

INTERNATIONAL UPDATE
PID Leland Kolkmeyer reported that at the International Convention in Seattle Lion Barry Palmer of Australia was elected to serve as 2nd Vice President for 2011-12.  The proposed amendments to the constitution all passed.  Everyone should be very proud of the Missouri Lions All-State Band taking third place in the International Parade.  He explained to the Governors that he had secured International Guests for their district conventions and would be forwarding contact information to them.  He announced that PDG Donal Knipp was asked to step back for this year as a Director and did so graciously.  He will come back next year at the 95th convention in Korea.  As he spoke with leaders throughout the world, and especially in the United States, it became clear that membership growth is of key importance this year.  The GMT program is in place to use.  We just heard a perfect example of why Lions are so important and why LCIF is so important; it does come back home.

GREAT PLAINS LIONS LEADERSHIP INSTITUTE

PID W. R. O’Riley reported that the Institute would be held the following week in Crete, Nebraska.  Eleven Lions from Missouri were registered.  PCC Al Blumenberg and PCC Jim Tesreau from Missouri would serve as presenters.  It is a great program that continues to grow, and in 2013 Missouri will begin hosting it for two consecutive years.

LIONS IN SERVICE EYE CLINIC MISSION

PID W. R. O’Riley reported that he went on the mission to Mexico from June 16-19 with two other Lions from Missouri and Lions from California.  It was so gratifying to see first-hand what is done with the eyeglasses we collect; in fact, there were 920 recipients during this mission.  Another mission to Mexico City will be September 8-11, with six Lions from Missouri going on that one.  Hopefully, someday, Missouri can stand on its own to set up missions.  If anyone knows of any optometrists that would be interested in doing this, please contact either PID O’Riley or PCC Al Blumenberg.

STATE & INTERNATIONAL CONVENTION COMMITTEE REPORT

PDG Bill Botzow reported on the International Convention in Seattle, where the weather was great, the Band did very well, Missouri had a nice hospitality room, and Missouri was very well represented at the breakfast held with 3 other states.  Total International Convention registation was around 12,000.   Also, the Committee will be taking bids for the 2014 State Convention at its September 10 meeting in Jefferson City; and bids for the 2015 State Convention will be taken at its April meeting in Jefferson City (date not yet confirmed).  The 2011 St. Charles State Convention report is being finalized and they should have money going back to the state.  Preparations for the 2012 Convention in Jefferson City are under way, and negotiations are going on in Kansas City for 2013.

CONSTITUTION & BY-LAWS COMMITTEE REPORT

ATHLETIC COMMITTEE REPORT

PDG Eldon Shipps reported that it was too early for final figures, but from what he had seen so far, he was sure a donation would be made to MLERF this year.  He asked the Governors to consider making a change so that the person serving as the State Athletic Chair does not have to be a District Athletic Chair at the same time.  The State Chair’s responsibilities are just too many to allow time to take care of a district as well.  He knows that his district (M4) suffered this year because he just did not have the time to spend on it.  

BAND COMMITTEE REPORT


PDG Ron Koppelmann, Jr., reported that this year the Band progam was very challenging, mostly to keep the costs down.  Camp was held at Ft. Leonard Wood, and there were 72 students in the band.  If you have not heard, the Band took 3rd place in the International Parade!  Lion Steve Eubanks and his staff did an outstanding job.  While in Seattle, the band was entertained at several places.  Next year they plan to travel to the northwest part of the state.  

Lion Brianna Pugh, who was a Band member for the past two years, spoke of her experiences.  She learned how well band students from across the state could come together and form a great band in a short amount of time.  During her first year she learned so much about what Lions do that she wanted to become a Lion, and she did in March of this year on her 18th birthday.  This year she had to raise her own money to be in the band, and it made her appreciate it so much more.

Lion Steve Eubanks, State Band Director, presented PDG Lisa Clinton with an award for all of her help with the camp at Ft. Leonard Wood.  He considered it an honor to be asked to serve as the Missouri Lions Band Director and hopes to be able to continue as the Director for several years to come, as he has a lot of things in mind for the band, a couple of missions that he is going to accomplish.  He wants to triple the size of the band, because he wants Mississippi…and he’s going to get it!  He had a thought about the importance of recruiting.  To build the Lions Clubs in the state there’s no better avenue to use than the Missouri Lions Band.  These band students can go back home to their communities and share the message of Lionism, and they will build up the local clubs.  Young people have lots of energy, they have lots of drive, lot of enthusiasm.  What better way to build up the Missouri Lions than through the Missouri Lions Band.  Let’s build up our Lions Band, let’s triple its size, and that in turn will help the clubs.

LIONS OPPORTUNITIES FOR YOUTH COMMITTEE REPORT

GLOBAL MEMBERSHIP TEAM REPORT

PDG Zana Botzow reported that she has spoken with several Lions throughout the country about some ideas used in other states.  She thanked the Governors for the budgeted travel expense to help out with this situation.  She asked the Governors to meet with her after the Council Meeting to set up a time she could come to each district to meet with the Governor, Vice Governors, and GMT Chair.  She is very excited about this new program and has a lot of ideas to share.

GLOBAL LEADERSHIP TEAM REPORT
PDG Eugene Taylor reported that his written report would notify the Governors of the current status of the GLT effort within MD 26.  It will also illustrate the direction the team is taking.  If the Governors do not want the team to take this direction, they need to let them know right away.  They do plan to meet quarterly two weeks before Council meetings.  GLT participation needs to be at all levels – from club to state.  He went over the organizational chart of the Global Leadership Team.  Part of his reponsiblities, as he understands it, is training of MD leaders coming up through the ranks.  He would like feedback on the training he’s giving to make sure it’s what the Governors want.  He is assuming that the Mid Winter Forum is a function of the GLT; if that is not correct, he asked the Council to let him know.  If he is supposed to set it up, he asked if he needed authorization to sign a contract with the hotel, etc.  His plans for the Forum are that it will be focused on developing leaders, supporting leaders and understanding the Lions mission.  He asked for more feedback on the location, but is hesitant to move from the current hotel if it is to stay in Branson.

PUBLIC RELATIONS COMMITTEE REPORT

INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY COMMITTEE REPORT

PDG Eugene Taylor reported that the IT Committee will be submitting the bill for the web page starting this year.  The new Governors’ photos are now on the web page.  PCC Blumenberg asked if the web page is capable of handling videos; PDG Taylor said it is.

HEARING COMMITTEE REPORT

Lion Toni Mahoney reported that at the Committee’s July meeting they approved cashing in a $30,000 CD early to be transferred to checking to pay the sweepstakes winners and the bills.  The agreement with Beltone expired June 30, 2011; and PDG Chuck Elledge said he would work on a new agreement.  Lion Toni was elected as State Chairperson.  Bills totaling $518.18 were approved for payment.  Hearing vans are now in good shape; Van 2 had floor replaced.  M4 had all three portable audiometers recalibrated.  Hearing sweepstakes tickets were approved for printing.  PDG Ron Jordan added that he had talked with the bank and there would be no penalty for cashing the CD in early.

SIGHT COMMITTEE REPORT

MISSOURI LIONS EYE RESEARCH FOUNDATION REPORT

2nd VDG Jeff Hilke reported that during the past year the Heartland Eye Bank has provided a record number of corneas for transplant.  The Eye Bank has started using a new storage medium to store the corneas, which can store them for seven days post-mortem, compared to four or five in the older medium.  For those who hadn’t heard, the Joplin tornado took the life of the Heartland Eye Bank’s Branch Manager, Darian Vanderhoofven and her 14-month old son; and two other employees lost their homes and virtually all their possessions.  The Children’s Vision Screening program is on pace to screen 41,000 preschoolers this year; by the end of the year, more than 5,000 will be referred for follow-ups.  Lion Becky Henderson was the first Lion volunteer to be trained with the new computer-aided camera.  As of April 30 there were 21 people receiving eye care assistance through the program.  More than 5,000 eyeglasses have been read as of April 30 using the new lensometer.  They are being prepared for the Missouri Lions’ proposed mission trip to Mexico in 2012.

USA/CANADA FORUM REPORT

IPCC Pat Porterfield announced that the Forum will be September 22-24 in Anchorage, Alaska.  The future Forums will be:  2012 – Tampa, Florida      2013 – Overland Park, KS     2014 – Puerto Rico.

MID-SOUTH REPORT

LCIF

PCC Al Blumenberg congratulated last year’s Council for their efforts in supporting LCIF.  With the most recent information available from LCIF, he was happy to report that 100% of the Districts last year established goals.  The collective MD 26 goal was $163,044.  As of May 31 $102,473.72 (or 63%) had been contributed.  He will report final numbers when they are available.  He reminded the Governors that it is important that they work with their designated LCIF District Chairperson to establish new goals for 2011-12, and establish a good method of sharing information with the clubs, zones and regions.  He also encouraged them to post articles or updates in their districts about how LCIF is utilizing their contributions to assist those in need.  Additionally, he reminded everyone that there are still clubs and individuals who have made pledges to Campaign Sight First II that have not completed their commitment.

PIN TRADERS CLUB REPORT

PDG Ron Jordan reported for PDG Bob Van Ark, who could not be there.  He reminded everyone that the Pin Traders will take a drawing for the new pin for the upcoming year.   The 2012 pins had been shipped and would be in soon.  All of the M1 – M7 pins are out.  They are $2 each, or $14 for the set, and you can contact either him or PDG Nan Blakemore if interested.  They are currently working with Natural Resources to come up with a new series of the districts to come out later this year.

STATE OFFICE COMMITTEE REPORT

SITE OF OCTOBER, 2012, COUNCIL MEETING
1st VDG Kenny Goetz reported that the 1st Vice District Governors have chosen the Country Club Hotel at Lake Ozark.  They will bring a contract to the October Council Meeting.

SPECIAL DISPENSATIONS TO SERVE ON COMMITTEES
CC Taylor announced that all that needed special dispensation to serve were approved.  Motion by DG Porterfield, seconded by DG Payne, to destroy the ballots.  Motion passed.

LETTER OF ENDORSEMENT
At PID Leland Kolkmeyer’s request, a motion was made by DG Porterfield to send a letter of endorsement from the Council of Governors, representing the Lions of Missouri, of PID Joe Preston of Arizona for 2nd International Vice President of LCI in 2012.  Seconded by DG Tripp.  Motion passed.

VISION SERVICE PROGRAM
Motion by DG Porterfield to add the Vision Service Program to the Policy Manual as a State Committee, to be included on Council Meeting agendas, and that each district is to appoint a district chair.  Seconded by DG Kerber.  PIDs Dr. Garrett and O’Riley explained MD 26 is to be a pilot program; no cost to the Multiple is involved.  The program could give the Lions of Missouri an opportunity to provide examinations and glasses at a greatly reduced rate.
