He asked the Host Committee members to stand for recognition, asked everyone to let them know if anything was needed, and announced that health screenings were going on in the Pin Traders Room.

He reported that there would be no changes or additions, and the Committee recommended using Roberts Rules of Order.

· Leader Dog – Lion Carroll Jackson & Hunter

He talked about the long and honorable relationship Leader Dog has had with the Missouri Lions.  They have had 349 graduates from Missouri, and have 48 current users from Missouri.  He explained the new GPS device, pedestrian location device with voice recognition.  Only Leader Dog is providing this.

Presiding – DG Johnny Stabno

· Lions World Services for the Blind – DG Kimberly Taylor

DG Taylor reported for them.  According to the American Foundation for the Blind, 10 million Americans are blind or suffer severe visual impairment.  Many live in total dependence on others to provide for their needs.  Most experience sight for at least a portion of their lives and are forced to adjust to blindness.  LWSB continues to rebuild those lives.  With over 60 years of experience it is the largest, most complete, rehabilitation center for the blind in the world.  They provide all the services necessary for complete rehabilitation:  Counseling Services, Personal Adjustment Training, Vocational Evaluation, and Vocational Training.  Their mision is to educate adults who are blind or visually impaired for careers and independent lives.  LWSB has served over 9,700 people in over 60 years, from all 50 states and 58 other countries.  On average it costs $4,900 per month to provide rehab services for a trainee.  More than ever before, they need the help of fellow Lions in other states.  The invitation is always open to anyone to visit the center.

· Mid South – Lion Brad Baker

He thanked everyone for the donations – approximately $35,000 this year.  He explained that there are 130 people on the waiting list in Memphis, but that there is no waiting list at the facility in Rolla.  This year 260 people were served, 63 from Missouri.  

· MLERF – Lion Dr. Ron Walkenbach

He reported that so far this year (first 9 months) in Missouri:

· 545 corneas transplanted

· 30,000 amblyopia screenings with 3,623 referred

He then introduced Janice Smith of Maryland Heights, who told how grateful she is for the Lions providing funds to MLERF; she received her first cornea transplant in 2006 and her second in 2007.

Lion Dr. Walkenbach added that with more support they can help more people.

· Georgia Diabetic Camp – Lion Dr. Trish Blair

She talked about the impact we make in the Republic of Georgia, where it costs $500 to send a child to camp.  The hygiene kits we send are wonderful – what the children love the most about them are the postcards and pictures from Missouri!

Presiding - CC Porterfield

State and International Convention Committee Report – PDG Bill Botzow

He announced that the International Parade dress would be white shirt, white pants, white belt, white shoes, white socks.  There will be a Breakfast on July 5 from 7 – 9 a.m. with Iowa, Kansas and Nebraska at the Crowne Plaza Hotel in the 3rd Floor Meeting Room.  Tickets are $25 each.  The Hospitality Room will be at the same hotel and will be open Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday, but closed during the Parade and during Convention sessions.  He did not know the room name yet.  He announced that he was selling shirts and hats that day, and that the Governors should pick up their pins.

Band Committee Report – PDG Ron Koppelmann

He reported that the Band Director is Steve Eubanks, who has 25 years of experience, and that the Missouri Band now has uniforms!  The camp will be held June 27 – July 1 at Ft. Leonard Wood, which will save on housing costs.  The band will be part of the International Flag Ceremony at the International Convention.  They need 75 members, which is doable.  Please help support the band.

Deer Hide Project – PDG Marvin Seidt

He reported on the Deer Hide Project which was started two years ago.  In the first year they collected 185 hides and made $810.  In the second year they collected 139 hides and made $781.  They need more collection points; the money goes to help the Georgia Diabetic Camp.  He ended by saying, “We don’t want your money, we just want your hide”. 

CC Porterfield announced that the Tail Twister Committee would be collecting donations at the luncheon for disaster relief.  (A total of $1,065 was collected.)
