The most recent experience was a Lions in Sight Mexico Eyeglass Clinic on  

Sept. 9th/10th, 2011.  On September 8, 2011 a group of Lions traveled to Mexico City, 

Mexico to assist 4 Doctors, who are mostly all Lions, from California, Dr. Corina Van De 

Pol, Dr. Tania Mantua, and Dr.  Glenn Johnston and Dr. David Woods. The group of Lion 

technicians included, Lisa Alexander, Debbie Whittlesey, Charlotte Williams, Tom 

Steinbach, Robert and his wife Reta Smith. Together this group of Lions and Doctors 

would distribute the used eyeglasses to needy recipients in Mexico. This group took 

with them approximately 1400 pairs of used eyeglasses to fit needy people. Donated 

eyeglasses are cleaned and the prescription strengths are determined, this information 

is attached to the glasses to aid in the distribution at the clinic.

match. During this trip a record number of patients were fitted with eyeglasses, 951 

patients received eyeglasses during the two day clinic in Mexico. With the assistance of 

the Lions Club in Mexico this group was able to provide the gift of sight to so many 

people who could not afford to buy their eyeglasses. 
 

Lion Debbie Whittlesey from Lebanon, Missouri helped fit Maria, an elderly lady, at the 

Lions in Sight Eyeglass Clinic who had been praying to God for a pair of glasses so she 

could see again. Maria could not afford to purchase the bifocal glasses she needed, but 

was able to be fitted with a pair which had been donated. Her vision was very poor but

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Missouri All-State Lions Band takes 3rd Place 

The Missouri All-State Lions Band was stunning as they paraded at the International Lions Convention

outstanding performance earned them third place in the parade competition among all International 

Bands competing at the Lions 2011 International convention.  

 

During past performances the Missouri All-State Band had been criticized for a lack of formal

band uniforms, they donated the white, red and black uniforms to the Missouri Lions All-State Band. 

The donated uniforms were modified with the new Missouri Lions Band logo on the sleeve before the 

July competition in Seattle.  These experienced uniforms have not seen the end of competitions as the 

Missouri Lions All-State Band will continue to compete each year at the Lions convention.  

The Missouri All-State Band was composed of 73 students from across the state. Students came from 

the different Missouri Lions Districts: M 1 had 5,  M 2 had 13, M 3 had 3, M 4 had 6, M 5 had 9,  M 6 

had 14 and M 7 had 22. Many of these students would never have the opportunity to participate in an 

International competition without the aid of Lion Club sponsorships.   

 

Before the competition at the International Lions Convention in Seattle, members of the band 

assembled at Fort Leonard Wood to practice. Following the band camp practice session, the members 

traveled across country to Seattle to perform at the Lions International Convention. This is the first 

time since 1990 that the Missouri All-State Band has placed in this competition. What an 

accomplishment and a tribute to the band members, band leader and assistants, as well as the 

committee. After the performance Band members gave an impromptu musical concert in the park to 

celebrate their accomplishment. Great job Lions and band members!

final destination. Due to insurance regulations members of the All-State band are not allowed to 

attend the Lions International Meeting when it is outside of the United States.

State Band is sometimes more than students and parents can afford, through Lions Club sponsorship 

many talented children are able to attend this competition. Sponsorship can be in any amount, full or 

partial cost can be shared with other clubs. Lions Clubs are asked to include this item in their budgets.

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Gravois Arm Lions Test Hearing at Back to School Health Fair 

August is the month when summer rapidly comes to a halt for all those kids out of school and is not 
any different for the students of Morgan County Missouri. On Saturday August 6th volunteers from the 
local community met at the Versailles Elementary School to distribute donated school supplies, 
provide free health ς screenings, play games and get a free haircut. The Health Fair started at 7 Am 
and ran until 4 PM. During this time 455 students and parents participated in this program.  
 
Approximately 200 volunteers helped make this event a success. Lions participating in this Health Fair 
included Lions Sherry Christiansen and Elaine Rankin from the Gravois Arm Lions Club and Darlene 
and Penny Jost from the Hurricane Deck Lions Club. Using 3 District hearing machines (audiometers) 
these Lions tested the hearing of 447 students; this number exceeds the number tested in the past. If 
a student is identified as having hearing difficulties, they were referred to a hearing specialist for 
additional medical evaluation. 

After students finished all their health screenings they received a free backpack containing school

5. Obtain legal permits if needed. 

6. Create large Lions-logo sign for the project. And Invite the local media. 

7. Follow specific directions for planting the tree/trees you have selected. Celebrate after your

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Gravois Arm Lions Make Old Fashioned Apple Cider  
 

The Gravois Arm Lions Club is an annual participant at the Versailles, Missouri Apple 
Festival held on October 1st.  Each year the Lions Club demonstrates how to make apple

and lots of apples to use when they make cider with the old apple press. Festival day 
starts very early for the Gravois Arm Lions as they assemble the old apple press in 
Versailles on Fisher Street and start getting their booth ready for early morning visitors. 
Finally ready for the 9 AM opening of the Apple Festival, the display is manned by the 
Lion volunteers from the Gravois Arm Club. Early morning visitors can purchase hot 
apple cider on a cool morning or if they prefer cold cider.

Apple cider 
made at the Versailles Apple Festival has not been pasteurized during the preparation 
and ǘƘŜǊŜŦƻǊŜ ŎŀƴΩǘ be sold to the visitors attending the event. The Gravois Arm Lions 
are always prepared as they have an adequate supply of {ǘŜǇƘŜƴǎƻƴΩǎ commercially 
prepared apple cider made according to FDA standards. The perfect treat for a warm 
fall day is ice cold Apple Cider, if you prefer they also sell hot apple cider. Visitors to the 
Versailles Apple Festival could purchase ice cold apple cider by the glass or gallon 
depending on their choice. Lions Madonna Louk, Marian Dolstein, Elaine Rankin, 
Brenda Mauzey, and Sherry Christiansen took shifts serving apple cider from 7:30 AM 
till the Lions Club ran out of cider.  

Throughout the day Lions Vic Crabtree, Dwight Louk, Steve Christiansen, Floyd Mauzey, 
Bill Dolstein and Tom Peoples chopped apples and kept the old apple press running.
